1.0 POLICY

1.1 The Incident Commander shall have the authority to call for delivery of fuel to an
extended operation on a fire scene provided:

1.1.1 Apparatus to be fueled are necessary to ongoing mitigation and management of
the incident.

1.1.2  Apparatus to be fueled are unavailable to drive to a fuel source.

1.1.3 Replacement apparatus are not available in an efficient timeframe.

1.2 Utility 91 is an immediate source of fuel with capacity of 50 gallons.

1.2.1 The MBLFD supervising officer on an extended scene may call for this single
resource to support MBLFD apparatus through Incident Command if authorized.

13 If 50 gallons is insufficient fuel quantity and/or Utility 91 is unavailable, an emergency
call-out for a fuel tanker may be made. For MBLFD, the exclusive resource for fuel
delivery is:
