 Members responding to incidents involving weapons (domestic violence, shootings and 
others acts of violence) shall stage/standby until the scene is declared “secured”.  
Response to staging areas shall be in the “code yellow” mode.   
 
The fire incident commander shall coordinate scene control with the police incident 
commander (Unified Command).  Security needs of department personnel shall be 
clearly identified to the police incident commander. 
 
If body armor is provided, it shall be utilized before entry. 
 
Crews operating at the scenes where security is not assured shall remove any patients 
from such scene as soon as possible.
